Sequences:

Sequences will follow the same rules except they must be submitted by mail on Compact Disk.  If you submit two sequences you may only submit two individual entries (your 1st and 2nd images will be used. Use the website to enter them). The sequence entries must be 1024 by 768 pixel jpg images, not more than 500kb in size each, from 2 to 12 images with a narrative not exceeding 400 words.  Mail your CD to Steve Herrick 1960 Knox Rd 1700 E, Victoria, IL 61485 USA.  Be sure to mail in time to arrive before the closing date including your name, address, and e-mail address.  CD’s will be destroyed after the exhibitions. An entrant may enter one digital section for PSA stars.
Awards – Digital – Insects

Best of Show (PSA Silver Medal); Most Unusual Slide (Central Illinois Camera Club Association Medal);  Best Story Telling Slide (Peoria Camera Club Award);  Best Slide by an ESA Member (Special ESA Award of Excellence Certificate);  Best Slide by a Non-ESA Member (Special ESA Award of Excellence Certificate);  Best Slide by Peoria Camera Club member;  Best Sequence of Show, and Honorable Mentions.

Titles: Titles will be read aloud at judging.

Nature Definition: Nature Photography is restricted to the use of the photographic process to depict observations from all branches of natural history, except anthropology and archaeology, in such a fashion that a well informed person will be able to identify the subject material and to certify as to its honest presentation.  The story telling value of a photograph must be weighed more than the pictorial quality.  Human elements shall not be present, except on the rare occasion where those elements enhance the nature story. The presence of scientific bands on wild animals is acceptable.  Photographs of artificially produced hybrid plants or animals, mounted specimens, or obviously set arrangements, are ineligible, as is any form of manipulation that alters the truth of the photographic statement.  Entries must originate as photographs (image-captures of objects via light sensitivity) made by the entrant on photographic emulsion or acquired digitally.  By virtue of submitting an entry, the entrant certifies the work as his own and permits the sponsors to reproduce all or part of the entered material free of charge for publication and/or display in media related to the exhibition.  This may include low resolution posting on a website.  The exhibition assumes no liability for any misuse of copyright.  All final work must be on electronic file.  An entrant's four images will be distributed throughout four rounds of judging.
